      	5.2 Borough Councillor’s Report:
5.2.1 There was commentary about the potential funding for a new playpark and currently –

· There is no Section (s106) funding available from Basingstoke and Deane Borough Council and this in the main is due to collection of funds due to Covid.
· There is no current Government Funding

5.2.2 Solent Nitrates have been discussed at length due to Developments in this region and the relevant mitigation process that can be utilised –

· Isle of Wight and Winchester have created a Mitigation off-set pool where developers can pay into to offset the Nitrates

· Southern Water have also provided an offering where the developers pay into a clean water fund again to offset the Nitrate issue.

	Currently there are 12,000 homes paused for development due to this issue.

5.2.3 Spring Hill Lane, this is matter for Basingstoke and Deane Planning Enforcement due to the slope being too much of a gradient and this was highlighted recently with a near miss with a lorry.

The Playground can be entered via the MUGA, This is a short-medium term plan.  As There is no current funding available from Basingstoke and Deane Borough Council for the Playground to be refreshed.

13.3 	Update on the Lake Meeting
		
13.3.1 	To recommend to the Council that the lake environs should not be systematically cut but perhaps just leaving a mown pathway around part of the lake and maybe some of the casting points for the fishing. This would enhance the growth of wild flowers etc. and possibly deter the numbers of geese.
